You’ll 
also get personalized recommendations to reduce your 
energy costs.

“ENERGY Tools.” Once there, use the latest copy of your 
Idaho Power bill to sign up to be an Account Manager, if 
you’re not already. 

For detailed information on energy use in your home, complete the Home Profile. 
You will be prompted to answer a series of questions. In the Savings Center, access 
common ways to save energy and specific tips based on the information you 
provide in your profile. You also will be able to see your historical electric usage 
information, and how energy use in your home compares to similar homes and 
businesses. Learn more about energy in the Energy Smart Library, an online source 
for information about energy topics and technologies.

A personalized ENERGY Tools graph displays a breakdown of your annual energy 
costs for major appliances. Click on Detailed Analysis to access in-depth profiles of 
various aspects of your home, such as weatherization, heating, cooling, hot water, 
kitchen and lighting. In each of these areas, specific suggestions for energy 
efficiency improvements are provided. Many require little or no investment. 

The Energy Calculators area provides additional information on costs to run 
equipment, such as small and large appliances, and identifies and gives you 
tips for making changes that save energy. Business customers also may use 
ENERGY Tools to understand how business equipment uses energy and 
affects electricity costs.

A trained and certified contractor will 
test and seal any leaks in the ductwork 
of the home, install energy efficient light 
bulbs and replace the air filter. This is a 
completely free service offered by Idaho 
Power. Simply call the contractor for your 
area to set up an appointment: 

• 1 pound tilapia fillets
•  juice of 1 lime
• 1 tablespoon canola oil
• 8 corn tortillas
• 4 cups shredded cabbage

In a medium bowl, mix together mayonnaise and yogurt. Stir in lime peel, capers, jalapeno, 
cilantro, cumin, dill weed and cayenne pepper. Marinate tilapia fillets in the juice of 1 lime.  
In a 12 inch skillet, heat oil on medium-high heat until hot. Place fish in skillet and cook 5 – 7 
minutes or until it turns opaque throughout, turning once. Warm tortillas. Cut tilapia into 8 
pieces. Place 1 piece of fish in each tortilla and top with cabbage and sauce.

Fall is a great time to plant trees 
and trim existing trees, and it’s not 
too early to begin planning for the 
spring planting season. Trees and 
power lines can coexist when the 
right tree is selected. Idaho Power 

encourages you to consider the size, 
shape, growth rate and location of 
trees you plant.

Idaho Power estimates a significant 
number of electrical outages 

in the company’s service area 
are caused by trees falling onto 
power lines or tree limbs coming in 
contact with power lines. 

In the interest of safety and 
reliability, choose a location for 
trees away from overhead and 
underground power lines. If your 
landscaping plans call for a tree 
near electric lines, choose a low-
growing variety. Some attractive 
choices are: 

    • White Flowering Dogwood 
    • Radiant Crabapple 

    • Amanogawa Cherry 
    • Thundercloud Plum

Tree Trimming and
Electrical Safety

Idaho Power clears power lines to 
protect you and to ensure on-demand 
electrical service. Our Vegetation 
Management program uses qualified 
contractors to remove branches and 
limbs growing near power lines on 
a regular maintenance cycle. This 
practice not only helps maintain safe, 
reliable service for customers, but it 
greatly reduces the number and length 
of outages caused by trees.

Idaho Power established the Vegetation 
Management program in 1996 to 
provide consistent, professionally 
managed tree trimming. Since 1997, 
Idaho Power has been recognized 
annually for this work and community 
involvement as a “Tree Line USA 
Utility” by the National Arbor Day 
Foundation. This award commends 
the company for meeting the three 
requirements of this program: quality 
tree care and annual worker training, 
tree planting and public education.

If you notice an existing tree interfering 
with power lines, never attempt to trim 
the tree yourself.
